e National Naval Aviation Museum. 1750 Radford Blvd, Pensacola, FL 32508. Currently closed to the
general public unless escorted by a military ID card holder. Free (donations accepted).
e Hurlburt Field, USAF Special Operations Command. Not advertised since you need an ID card to get in,
but the memorial park next to the main entrance is very nice and filled with “spook” aircraft. Free.
e USAF Air Armaments Museum, 100 Museum Dr, Eglin AFB, FL 32542. Off base and open to general
public. Lots of aircraft on display, both inside and out. Free (donations accepted)
Nearby
e USS Alabama Battleship Memorial Park, Mobile AL. Admission to the park (featuring the battleship, an
aircraft pavilion, a submarine, and outside armor and aircraft displays) is around $20 for an adult.
(Relatively) Nearby
e Mississippi Armed Forces Museum, Camp Shelby MS (South of Hattiesburg). Nice US armor displays
outside and very nice museum. If an ID card holder, you might be able to talk an armory manager into
letting you visit the motor pools, which contain the latest in US military vehicles. Not open Sunday /
Monday. Free (donations accepted)
